He is **not** saying that diversity is wrong, equity is wrong, or that inclusion is wrong. He is saying the military should focus on combat effectiveness. The book, "The War on Warriors", posits that the military should be focused on preparing for war, and that anything that detracts from that is harmful.


    The Debate on Transgender Service Members
